Often there's more than
one factor that causes an accident.

In some accidents, the operator of the vehicle wasn't paying attention, but was texting or
talking on the phone. Maybe he or she was driving too fast or not following safety rules, such
as stopping at stop signs and traffic lights. In other cases, maybe there was a mechanical
reason for the accident. Or perhaps the driver or bike rider suddenly became sick. it's important to check [
all vehicles regularly for
mechanical problems.

What we know, however, is that as long as people operate cars, boats, bikes, or any other
machine or vehicle, there will be accidents. 5o what can we do to prevent injuries to
ourselves or to athers? First, we should pay attention when we operate a vehicle or ride
a bike. Second, we should be sure to use safety equipment, such as seat belts, helmets,
life vests, and child safety seats. In the event of an accident, safety equipment can save
lives and prevent serious injuries. Finally, we should take good care of our vehicles to
prevent dangerous mechanical problems. We can't prevent all accidents or control all
factors, but paying attention, following rules, and using safety equipment are things

that can help.
